How do I become a Member?

Simple! You can call or call in to Yorkshire Dance, speak to Warren Hudson, Assistant Studio Operations Manager, or Claire McCarthy, Studio Operations Manager.  They will take care of your registration and payment (cash or card payments are available). Online sales coming soon!

If you are requesting a student / recent graduate Membership please bring along some proof of identification such as a graduation certificate or student card. Please note spot checks may take place at any time throughout the year.

How much does Membership cost?
There are two pricing structures for The Collective:

· Professionals £40

· Students & Recent Graduates £25
Who qualifies for professional / student Membership?
Professionals include: Anyone who earns or aims to earn all/part of their income through working in dance. This may include dancers, choreographers, dance practitioners/facilitators or dance teachers etc.
Student & recent graduates include: Anyone studying fulltime at FE/HE level as well as graduates that sign up within two years of completing training. Evidence must be provided via student card or graduation certificate.
When can I start making use of the benefits?

Straight away! The moment your transaction has been made the range of benefits will become available to you. Please note each benefit has its own booking or application. Please refer to our website for further details.
Will I receive confirmation?
Yes. Following your transaction you will shortly receive a letter confirming the benefits available to you. This will be accompanied with a form that you are required to complete including a photo of yourself.

When will I get my Membership card?

Once you have returned your form sent with the confirmation letter and we have inputted your details a Membership card will be sent to you. Please bring this card with you every time you want to make use of the benefits.

When will my profile be viewable online? Is this viewable to anyone who logs onto your website or Members only?
Once we receive your information via the form sent with the confirmation letter we will endeavour to add your details imminently. Your details can be viewed by anyone who logs onto our website. There are no restrictions so please bare that in mind when submitting information.
What if I want to update my online profile?
You must submit a request to Antony Dunn, Marketing and Communications Manager. Please note amendments may not be made immediately so advanced notice is desired.
When will my Membership expire?
You Membership will expire 12 months later. E.g. if you purchase it on 5/4/2011 it will expire on 4/4/2012.
What if I purchase my Membership then a few months later decide I no longer want it?
