Yorkshire Dance is looking for artists who can demonstrate how working at Yorkshire Dance in particular will benefit their practice.

What is the time frame?

Residencies should take place between Jan- Apr 2012*.

*Please note that there will be no residency dates available throughout the month of March 2012.
